Improvement Program and Local Transportation Improvement Program, provides financial
assistance to political subdivisions for capital improvements to public infrastructure; and

capital improvement to public infrastructure, to wit: replacement of a 500,000 gallon
elevated water tank with a 500,000 gallon spheroid tank at Oak Park on Jefferson Avenue;
