AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 107.07 OF THE 8 
CODIFIED ORDINANCES, MEETINGS OPEN TO THE 9 
PUBLIC, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.   10

 WHEREAS, the Ohio Open Meetings Act requires public bodies to take official action 13 
and to conduct all deliberations upon official business only in open meetings, unless a 14 
specific exception enumerated in Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22(D) applies; and 15 
 16 
 WHEREAS, based upon the plain language of the Ohio Revised Code, any meeting 17 
about public business involving the majority of City Council or any of its committees or 18 
sub-committees must be an open meeting; and 19 
 20 
 WHEREAS, the Ohio Supreme Court has long blocked attempts to circumvent the 21 
Open Meetings Act and has enforced laws strictly upon governing bodies, including the 22 
recent case White v. King 2016-Ohio-2770 (May 3, 2016); and 23 
 24 
 WHEREAS, one of the strengths of American government is the right of the public to 25 
know and understand the actions of their elected officials, including the means by 26 
which decisions are reached; and  27 
 28 
  WHEREAS, Council finds that the change to Section 107.07 of the Codified 29 
Ordinances of the City of Cuyahoga Falls promotes accessibility, accountability and 30 
transparency in local government. 31 
 32 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Cuyahoga Falls, 33 
County of Summit, and State of Ohio, that: 34 
 35 

Section 1. Section 107.07 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Cuyahoga Falls 36 
is hereby amended to read in full as follows (deleted text in strikethrough): 37 

  38 
 107.07 MEETINGS OPEN TO THE PUBLIC. 39 
  40 
 With the exception of political caucuses and executive sessions of Municipal bodies 41 
as defined in Section 107.01, all meetings and deliberations of any Municipal body 42 
upon any official business or leading to official action shall be conducted in meetings 43 
open to the public. 44 
  45 

Section 2. Any ordinances or resolutions or portions of ordinances and resolutions 46 
inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed, but any ordinances and resolutions not 47 
inconsistent herewith and which have not previously been repealed are hereby ratified 48 
and confirmed. 49 

 50 
Section 3. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council 51 

concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting 52 
of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any committees that 53 
resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with 54 
all requirements including Chapter 107 of the Codified Ordinances. 55

Section 4. This ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary 57 

for the preservation of the public peace, health, safety, convenience and welfare of the 58 
City of Cuyahoga Falls and the inhabitants thereof, and provided it receives the 59 
affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members elected or appointed to Council, it shall 60 
take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; 61 
otherwise it shall take effect and be in force at the earliest period allowed by law. 62

Enterprise Zones pursuant to Ohio Revised Code (“R.C.”) §§5709.61-69, and as Community 18 
Reinvestment Areas, pursuant to R.C. §3735.65 et seq.; and 19

WHEREAS, pursuant to these statutes, the City of Cuyahoga Falls has entered into 21 
Enterprise Zone and Community Reinvestment Area tax exemption agreements (the “tax 22 
exemption agreements”) with various property owners in the mentioned areas for the 23 
abatement of portions of the property owners’ real property and/or tangible personal 24 
property taxes as incentives for the businesses and homeowners to invest in the community; 25 
and 26 

 27 
WHEREAS, the City has established a Tax Incentive Review Council pursuant to R.C. 28 

§5709.85, and a Community Reinvestment Area Housing Council pursuant to Ord. No. 95-29 
2004, for the purpose of annually assessing whether each owner of property exempted from 30 
taxation pursuant to a tax exemption agreement has complied with the agreement; and 31 

 32 
WHEREAS, the Tax Incentive Review Council is required to annually submit written 33 

recommendations to this Council concerning whether each tax exemption agreement subject 34 
to its review should be continued, modified or cancelled; and 35 

 36 
WHEREAS, this Council has received the recommendations of the Tax Incentive Review 37 

Council and the Community Reinvestment Area Housing Council relative to tax exemption 38 
agreements in effect in calendar year 2015; and 39 

 40 
WHEREAS, R.C. §5709.85 requires the legislative authority of a local government 41 

granting Enterprise Zone or Community Reinvestment Area tax exemptions to accept, reject 42 
or modify all or any portion of the recommendations of its Tax Incentive Review Council.  43
